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Invocation

It is the duty of the disciple to appear as fool before his spiritual master and pray for mercy
to eliminate his faults. Therefore, Srila Prabhupéda, on this occasion of your Vyasapuja
celebration, | will confessmy faults before you and pray that my inability to properly hear
your instructions and follow your example will vanish. Your mercy is so vast and powerful
that if | canobtain it, | am certain | can conquer my seemingly insurmountable problems.

Confessions

Srila Prabhupéda, |1 have no attraction for the kirtana of the Holy Name. Often during
temple kirtanas, | leave to do something | consider more important, even though it could
wait. | 6 attended many kirtanas in which you were present, but | never once saw you
leavein the middle of the kirtana eventhough you were busy with the most important work
In Iskcon. In the Caitanya-caritamrta you enlightened us about the importance of kirtana
by saying that the more we chant and dance in the association of devotees, the more we
awaken our love of God. Although my eyes seem to see your example and my ears
apparently hear your words, factually | d o nréally seeor hear.

Srila Prabhupada, now that | think | have become a so-called big devoteeand am doing so
much important work for the movement, | have become more carelessin following the
details of devotional service. Thinking it is not so important to attend the full morning
program, | d o naays attend all the functions. Often | come late to the programs | do
attend, or | leave early. The tendency to be lax in my devotional practices is settling in on
me. | forget to pay obeisancesto you when | take rest in the evening and wake in the
morning . | become slack in maintaining proper standards of brahminical behavior and
cleanliness. | fall asleepregularly when reading your books or lie down and read them. And
although | manage one of your temples, | overlook many of the details you emphasized
You told us that i b id @ v o tmeamsone who follows all the big rules and all the little
rules. You showed us by example that your eyeswere everywhere and saw everything. No
important detail was ever neglected by you. Unfortunately, your words and example have
not changedmy heart. My eyesand earsare blinded by maya.

Srila Prabhupada, when | speak during Bhagavatam class, | am at a great loss when it
comesto referring to sastraand quoting Sanskrit verses



| find myself wasting time referring to so many mundane facts and figures. Relevant verses
escapemy mind while latest current events of this world remain fresh in my memory. (You
said devoteesdo not read newspapersand magazines) You always supported your points
with a profuse supply of appropriate versesquoted in both Sanskrit and English. And your
presentations followed exactly in line of the previous &céryas | 6 keard and seenyou give
hundreds of classeslike this, but did | really seeand hear? The problem is that | have no
taste for following your example.

Srila Prabhupada, | have developed a mania for pushing papers. This mania influences me
at all hours of the day. | push papers from one side of my desk to other, and this service
keeps me so busy that | ¢ a nn@amage to find much time for preaching. The more | push
papers, the more the paper-pushing work increases When the devotees complain that |
d o npdeach enough, I tell them that they cannot understand how important my work is
and how busy | am. But the problem is that although | am more expert in paper-pushing
than | wasin the past, the preaching work in the temple is not expanding and the devotees
are not enlivened. You instructed your leading men in Los Angelesto not manage in the
evening becausethe evening was for preaching programs and attending the temple kirtanas
and class You personally wrote to me that good management follows preaching like a
shadow and that the best thing is that the managers should always be preaching. | think |
am suffering from a severecaseof obstinacy which had damaged my hearing abilities . As a
result of my hearing loss, | have becomelost.

Srila Prabhupada, when a devotee who is not very learned in sastra gives class, |
immediately think of avoiding class,as| feel he will have nothing to saythat can enliven or
enlighten me. | think | know whatever h e &dy better than he, and | ojust be bored. My
intelligence tells me that | must attend class becauseit is your order, soif | do go | bring
other work with me sol w o nwaste my time. Whenever you were too ill to give class,you
would still attend and happily sit and hear your disciples speak



To encourage a devotee to attend the evening program you told him that you were
attending the evening classesgiven by your disciples and were enjoying them. You then
said d o ntr§y to becomea greater paramahamsathan your spiritual master. | have no taste
for hearing, coupled with the fact that | am proud. On top of that, | 6 mot afraid of maya,
and therefore | 6 mot afraid to miss class Once, just to teach us how cautious we must be,
you told us that you were praying to Radha and Krsna that you wo u | dah intb maya.
Your life wasthe perfect example to us of how to be properly situated in devotional service.
| personally witnessed that perfect example again and again, but in your absence my
memory hasfaded.

Srila Prabhupéada, | behave in ways that disrupt the devoteesand are not beneficial for
spreading the movement. | tell myself and others that | act in this way becausethis is just
the way | am and | ¢ a rcldahge so everyonewill haveto just live with it. | am so obstinate
that instead of removing these problems from my heart, | publicly defend these anarthas.
Instead of appreciating the devoteeswho have mercifully pointed out my shortcomings, |
condemn them, thinking that they have no right to criticize becausethey d o nté éven a
fraction of the servicel do. Instead of uprooting theseweeds,| keepthem firmly implanted
within my heart as if they were part of my essential nature. You taught us to be humble.
Indeed, you beggedyour leading devoteeswith tears in your eyesto not get puffed up. You
showed us how to be humble by showing the utmost respectfor your godbrothers when you
were with them, eventhough you really deservedtheir full respect My heart is so full of
pride that | cannot evenrelate to the concept of humility . | write if off by saying i Odourse
Srila Prabhupada was perfectly humble and could act in any way required for Kr s na 6 s
service, but how can you expect a devotee like me to act in that wa y ™othis way, |
foolishly write off my future hopes for progress and consider your example impossible to
follow. If I d o ntldink | am meant to follow your example, then your example will have no
effect upon me. What is the use of atorch for ablind man?



Srila Prabhupéda, my book bag and street shoesare now hanging in the sankirtana hall of
fame. Now that | 0 lreeomean office general, | sendthe troops out to the front lines while |

lounge in the background. i D as| say, not as| d o léas become my motto becausel no

longer set the example that will inspire the men. In my middle agel think | 6 beeometoo

old for the front lines. | 0 eeometoo sophisticated to go out and approach the public on a
one-on-one basis. | 6 bexome too full of good ideas to execute to fi wa sttiemeno
sankirtana. | 6 doae the austerity for many years, so | prefer to let this job be done by the

new men. As a vanaprastha, you were personally distributing your Back to Godhead
magazine and later selling Srimad-Bhagavatam You also personally sold all the Krsna
books that newly arrived in time for the 1970 Ratha-yatré festival in San Francisco. You
were always preaching on the front lines, practically until your body stopped working . You
told us, i Wvant the privilege of fighting for Krsna until my lastb r e a @and yowdid exactly
that. With your example before me, there is no question of giving up sankirtana. Yet

eventhough this exampleis before me, | fail to take notice of it and remain in illusion .

Srila Prabhupada, | often avoid the association of devoteesbecausel prefer to be alone, eat
alone, do service alone, read alone, live alone, travel alone, and remain alone, evenwhen |
could and should perform these activities with other devotees You were always surrounded
by devotees You taught us that association of devotees is the root cause of our
advancement. When | first joined the movement, we embraced this principle with such
earnestnessthat devoteeswould not evengo to the corner stone alone. It is by your mercy
only that there are devoteesall over the world, but my appreciation of them is shallow. It is
obvious that my hearing is impaired by my reclusive tendencies.

Srila Prabhupada, sometimes | do not attend mangala-arati when | take rest late or | 8 ith
You told us that as long as we have enough strength to crawl, we must attend mangala-
arati. You rose early despite ill health, late-night programs, and other inconveniences. | am
so fallen that | rationalize your instructions and example basedon mundane logic and so-
called practicality, and convince myself that | can miss mangala-&rati and it is no big deal.
What is the use of the thousands of letters you wrote telling us we must attend mangala-
arati, when they fall on deaf ears like mine? What is the value of this life if | cannot hear
your instructions ?



Srila Prabhupada, | spend money on my sense gratification just to pamper my body and
satisfy my tongue. | always find money to develop a program to satisfy my personal desire
for service,but | ¢ a raldvaysfind money for your BBT. When you request us to spend 50%
of our income for book distribution, my rebellious mind thinks that we 6 already
distributed so many books and nothing has come of it, sol e tadgnsh a more important
program. You said you blindly follow the order of your spiritual master to distribute books,
but now | think | have the eyesto seebetter ways to preach. With this perverted vision, |
am capable of destroying any one of your temples | am allowed to manage. My unclear
eyesightwill only get myself and others into trouble.

Srila Prabhupada, | am shameless because | take advantage of my service and your
movement to attain some fame and prestige for myself. This becomesthe main source of
my determination and enthusiasm to remain in the movement. | delight in having many
people serve me, but | never consider that | am meant to be their servant. When opulence
and sensegratification come to me asa result of devotional service, | hoard these pleasures
instead of renouncing them becausel think | deservethem. | use preaching as an excuse
for my maya when in actuality | 6 st my desire for austerity, renunciation, and simple
living. You had palaces throughout the world, but you preferred your simple hut in
Mayapura. Millions of dollars passedthrough your hands, but hardly more than afew cents
were for your personal use. You had thousands of disciples who would do anything you
asked, yet you never exhibited a trace of desire to exploit or control them. You taught us
that the highest position in the spiritual world is achieved by one who feels himself the
lowest. | ¢ a rudderstand this now becausel 6 too busy trying to becomenumber one. The
only difference between myself and a deaf man is that | am more offensive becausel hear
but do not acton what | have heard.

Srila Prabhupada, | commit many offenses when | chant my rounds. Sometimes| d o n 6 t
evenwant to finish my rounds. You told us concentrate on every syllable of the mantra, but

my mind is preoccupied with other thoughts. Sometimes when | chant | 6 apathetic,
bored, distracted, sleepy,or restless,and | 6 atways without devotion. | 6 the samewhen |
chant the gayatri mantra. Becauseof these offenses, my progress has almost stopped, and
thus | do not develop a taste for the holy name.



You said that chanting our sixteen rounds is our ticket back to Godhead My ticket has
become invalid due to offenses You trained us not to commit offenses Why ¢ a nl6 t
understand that | must stop? The instructions of the spiritual master are the life and soul of
the disciple. Obviously | have no life and soul.

Srila Prabhupada, | am attached to women despite all the warnings you have given about
the dangers of associatingwith them. | associatetoo much and too closely with them in the
name of service. Then on the other hand | criticize and condemn them only becausel 6 m
actually attached. And worse, | think | 6 amn attractive man eventhough y o u deeretrying

to convince me for the past twenty yearsthat | 6 mot. Still, | think | can associatewith this
dangerous type of fire and not get burnt. You said there are problems in this movement
becausethe brahmacarys and sannyasis associatetoo much with women. Becausel 6 im
illusion, | contribute to the problems in our movement by associating too much with
women. If | were not deaf,| could savemyself and others from somuch suffering.

Srila Prabhupada, | 6 eomveniently forgotten so many of your instructions that seemto me
to be impractical or impossible. Even though | saw you do the impossible, asif the laws of
nature were operating according to your desires, still | have no faith in the spiritual nature
and power of your orders. You did everything in a transcendental way and achieved
spiritual success My material vision dictates another approach, but unfortunately the
results in the long run prove to be detrimental . i D oot doubt the words of your spiritual
ma s t gou often exclaimed, but fool that | am, | look for a so-called better way of doing
things. This ends up undoing the very things you lived to establish. | am struggling just to
keepthe ship afloat in your absence,and evenif | keepit floating, | cannot guide it properly
becausel do not listen to the instructions of the captain.

Srila Prabhupada, | am a faultfinder despite your warning that vaisnava-aparadha can
uproot the creeper of devotional service. | especiallyfind fault with leaders, GBC men, and
ISKCON itself. | think the movement is misdirected, and | know exactly how to rectify the
problems and direct it to success Actually, indirectly | & envious of you becauseyou once
remarked that those who d o nw@ant to cooperatewith the s o ¢ i leadgrdare really saying
they d o nvéaht to follow your instructions. You also told us, i N eatter what happens,
d o nleéaveISKCON, but remain within and work for its rectification .0



But | doubt whether this movement will succeed, even though you told us that our
movement would go down in history as saving the world in its darkest hour. Foolishly |
place this anartha of independence and faultfinding on an altar of so-called preaching and
worship it asa sacreddeity. The problem is that | seethis Deity as Krsna, but you certainly
donot

Srila Prabhupéada, | am hungry for power and control. Instead of giving the younger
devoteesposition and responsibility, and training them for the job, | keep them down by
thinking that only | am qualified to do these services You told us that Krsna consciousness
means training . You further instructed us to create challenging services to enthuse the
devoteesto voluntarily take more responsibility and service. You said we should enliven,
advise, and train them, not control them. You were actually the personification of giving
others time, guidance, encouragement, and responsibility . Why ¢ a nl &ee your brilliant

example eventhough it is shining in my face? Why ¢ a nl 8eethat your system of dealing
with others brought out enthusiasm and surrender, while my system only brings
frustration for those who work with me?

Srila Prabhupéada, | d o nréad your books enough, although | make plenty of time to eat
and sleep and waste time in frivolous sports in the name of exercise | often dress and act
like a karmi for no reason,d o ndd things the way you did, d o ndisplay proper Vaisnava
etiquette, think | 6 atwaysright... The list goeson without limit . Above all, | d o nedentry
to rectify these faults. | think all I have to do is just work hard (sounds familiar to your
often-quoted example of the ass).

Srila Prabhupada, despite all of these anarthas, | have taken disciples. In your last daysyou
said, i T h @  redenhfollow, and they want to become guru.0 And what is most amazing is
that after taking up this service, | believe that | have the right to imitate you. | think | can
do whatever | want, whenever | want, and consider it to be transcendental. You said a
perfect follower (not imitator) becomesthe next leader, and that an acarya teaches by
example. Setting a good example is too troublesome for me. | prefer to use my position for
other purposes, namely my false prestige. Why ¢ a nl éeethat you never becameillusioned
by pride, no matter how much fame came to you (you are honored all over the three
worlds). | ¢ a rséebecausel have no desire to see



Prayers of Hope

I have no hope of becoming a devotee, but because you are patita-pdvana my
disqualifications have becomemy qualifications to receiveyour mercy. The problem is | am
rejecting this mercy and am thus entangled with innumerable anarthas. Still, | am praying
that someday | will be able to follow your instructions and example. Then by your mercy,
love of Krsna will awaken in my heart and | can become a useful member or your Krsna
consciousnessmovement. My real happinessis to becomeyour bona fide servant.

When you left this world, | was still somewhat able to bear your separation. But as | saw
serious problems taking birth in our movement, the pain of your separation becamealmost
intolerable . But now | seethat your sincere followers are taking up your instructions as
their life and soul, and this is relieving my pangs of separation. | seeyour presenceclearly
manifest wherever your instructions are followed and implemented. Like your other
sincere followers, | pray to also become a sincere follower as well, and thus become
gualified to render some service at your lotus feet.

Dear Srila Prabhupada,

Please accept my humbleobeisancesin the dust of your lotus feet. All glories to your divine
service to the parampara and to Mahaprabhu's mission.

I grew up close to the first Los Angeles Temple (on LaCienagaBoulevard). During my high
school years | would see devotees offapa walks in my neighborhood, and also see their
harinam party in Hollywood.

Before this, in 1967, | had come to Haight Ashbury one week after you had left there. | had
seen your devotees and spent time in the Golden Gate Park in the places where you had
held kirtans and taken your morning walks.

When | left Los Angeles to go to college in Berkeley, | would also frequently see the
devotees. And as in Los Angeles, | lived at avalking distance from the temple. Thus | was
always near your movement- and therefore near you- in my teenage years.

In Berkeley, with the help of a Professor in Philosophy, the devotees arranged to offer an
accredited university course on the BhagavadGita As It Is. | had become intrigued by

Indian philosophy so | jumped at the opportunity to take the course. | loved every minute

of it and it was this course that convinced me to later become a devotee (of the 150 students
who enrolled, only two became devotees).

| returned home for the Christmas holidays and immediately went to the Los Angeles
temple. As soon as | stepped in, | was told you were arriving and | was invited to come
along to the airport to welcome you! When | received my first darsanaof your divine grace,
| was so overwhelmed that | broke down in tears. | must have known on an unconscious
level that you would be giving me everything | had been looking for, taking me out of the
material world, and placing me at the lotus feet of Sri Sri Radhaand Krsna.

Seeing you solidified my resolve to move into the temple. | told my parents | would be leaving my
education and dedicating my life in your service. They tried to convince me otherwise but | wouldn't
budge from my decision. Disappointed and upset, and feeling that | had rejected them, they began to
distance themselves from me. This only made me more attached to you as my real father.

Some years ago, | began writing a book recollecting these and other events that brought me to
Krsna consciousness. | was reminded of howKrsna had rolled out the red carpet for me. Coming to
your lotus feet had practically been effortless. And it seemed that every event in my life had
prepared me to accept you as my spiritual master.

With the deepest gratitude, | reflect daily on the value of your service in my life. Like many youths of
the 60s, | was looking for meaning in life and | hadn't found it until | met you, at which point
everything changed. Had | not met you, my life would have been a series of disappointments and
frustrations.

Whether the service you give me is enjoyable or austere, whether it brings rewards or problems, it is
always "sweet and pleasing like morning dew." | therefore thank you, both for making it so easy for
me to come to your lotus feet and for allowing me to continue serving you to this day.

As you wrote to Lord Krsna when you arrived in Boston, "l guess must have some business here
since you brought me to this terrible place." | also sense you must have some business for me since

you made so many arrangements to pull me out of material life and keep me engaged in your service.

My prayer is that you reveal to me how | can best do this and that you engage me eternally in your
service.
